The service coordinator must discuss the following with parents:

A child’s eligibility for Early Intervention services ends on the day before the child’s third
birthday unless the child is determined to be eligible for-services-under Section 4410:0f
the Education Law (CPSE through the NYC Department of Education).

1. Participation in CPSE is voluntary on the part of the parent,
a. Written parental consent is necessary for the CPSE to evaluate the child.
b. If the parent does not consent to a referral to the CPSE, El eligibility ends on the
day before the child’s third birthday.
¢. If the child is found ineligible for CPSE services, the service coordinator will discuss
alternate transition plans with the parent.
d. If the child is evaluated and the CPSE finds the child is eligible for services, the
parent may elect to:
i immediately transition the child to services under CPSE, or
ii. continue in El until projected CPSE service date.
2. As children who make significant progress in El will not need a referral to CPSE,
other early childhood options should be discussed at this time. Transition plans must be
made for all children agmg out of El regardless of whether the child will transition to

CPSE or to other services or settings.
